The cost to participate if your business is outside of downtown Ukiah is $75 general merchandise or $100 food. Ukiah Main Street Program does not provide tables, chairs, canopies, etc. Booth space is limited and based on a first come, first served basis. Application deadline is 9/9/11; call Jai to reserve a spot!
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Vendor Terms and Conditions

1. For the purpose of this application, terms and conditions all arts & crafts, wine & brew related products, fine arts, and food shall be referred to as “Vendor”.

2. The Vendor agrees to utilize the space assigned and no others, unless otherwise specified in writing 30 days prior to the Pints in the Plaza. 

3. Non-food Vendors agree to provide the following: table, chairs, waste receptacles and display devices.

4. Food vendors must provide the following: table, chairs, interior and exterior waste receptacles.

5. Sponsor agrees to provide large waste dumpsters at various event locations.

6. Vendors agree to dump waste in the provided dumpsters at the end of the event. Food vendors must take grease or similar by-products with them. No dumping of hazardous waste allowed.

7. The Vendor agrees to maintain cleanliness of their booth and surrounding area throughout the hours of the event, to perform a thorough clean-up at the end of the night and remove all waste at the completion of the event.

8. The Vendor agrees to keep booth open during the specified times of the event.

9. Cancellation of contract between Vendor and Sponsor before September 9th shall result in a return of booth fees to Vendor, minus a 25% administrative fee. Cancellation must be received in writing by September 9th.

10. Cancellation of contract prior to September 16th shall result in a return of booth fees to vendor, minus a 50% cancellation fee. Cancellation must be received in writing by September 16th. 

11. There will be no refund of booth fees after September 16th or if vendor fails to appear or departs prior to the completion of the show.

12. Sponsor agrees to provide adequate event promotion, but shall not guarantee a minimum attendance, nor shall guarantee minimum sales activity to Vendor.

13. Vendor shall assume risk of weather or other causes beyond the control of the Sponsor, which may affect event attendance in any way. Sponsor may make such provision for alternate locations, but does not guarantee such alternatives will be made available.

14. Sponsor shall furnish ample security during specified times for the event in general. Vendor is solely responsible for any damage or losses of product incurred as a result of participation in the Pints in the Plaza events and activities.

15. Vendor agrees to hold harmless the Pints in the Plaza volunteers, Ukiah Main Street Program, City of Ukiah,  and any other organizations or persons involved, from any losses or damage incurred as a result of participation in the Pints in the Plaza events or activities.

16. Vendor acknowledges that liability insurance coverage for this event insures the City of Ukiah and the Ukiah Main Street Program only. If Vendor desires their own insurance, all costs of such coverage shall be incurred by the Vendor.

17. Written verification of a valid seller’s permit must be provided by vendor at time of application.  Applications will not be accepted without either proof of a valid seller’s permit. You can call The State Board of Equalization at 707 576-2100 to obtain a one-day seller’s permit.

18. Electricity is available on a very limited basis. You must bring your own 50’ heavy duty outdoor extension cord and duct tape.
